One More Laugh Earns Trip To Little Brown Jug
With Stakes Record Victory In Cane Pace

DELAWARE, OHIO—One More Laugh is headed to the Little Brown Jug!!!!  

Meadowlands Pace champion One More Laugh tuned up for the 65th Little Brown Jug with a track record 1:50.3  performance in the $300,000 Cane Pace Final Monday afternoon at Freehold Raceway.  Tim Tetrick shot One More Laugh into the early lead from the rail  and never looked back, beating  Rockin Image and Urgent Action.  Delmarvalous finished fourth followed by Valentino, Woodstock, Foreign Officer and I’m Gorgeous.  BG’s Folly was scratched. 
Trainer Ray Schnittker  confirmed following the Cane that One More Laugh is heading to the Little Brown Jug.  The Cane Pace is the first leg of Pacing’s Triple Crown followed by the Little Brown Jug on September 23rd  and the Messenger on November 6th at Yonkers Raceway.
We Will See earned his ticket to the $650,000-est. Little Brown Jug with a smashing 1:50.4 victory in Saturday’s $200,000 Pennsylvania Sires Stakes Final at The Meadows.  We Will See, driven by Brett Miller, defeated Jug contenders Aracache Hanover and Versado.  Trainer Sam DePinto said afterwards that We Will See’s next start will be in  the September 24th Little Brown Jug.  The PASS victory hiked We Will See’s earnings to $806,359.

In other news, trainer Bruce Saunders said that Rock N Roll Heaven will race in the Little Brown  Jug after the 3-year-old colt pacer successfully went a schooling mile on August 27 at Yonkers Raceway.  The son of Rocknroll Hanover had never raced over a half-mile track.  Daniel Dube guided the $500,000 Battle Of Brandywine winner to a 1:54.4 mile.  Saunders said that Rock N Roll Heaven will start in a qualifier on September 16th at Mohegan Sun at Pocono Downs. 
The final stop on the 2010 Road to the Jug will be Saturday’s $270,000 Simcoe Stakes at Mohawk Raceway.
