Dan Noble Gets 5,000™ Win On Miami Valley Matinee

LEBANON, OH. — Driver

Dan Noble wasted no time
on Sunday (March 25)
afternoon at Miami Valley
Raceway, accomplishing

his mission for the day and
registering his 5,000th ca-
reer victory in the matinee’s
opening race. The 35-year-
old reinsman, on the heels
of a driving triple on Saturday night, urged Storyboard to the front of the field
of $5000 claiming mares in Sunday’s lidlifter. Once crossing over to the lead
just prior to the quarter mile mark Noble was able to keep the 5-year-old
daughter of Art Official on the point throughout the remainder of the 1:58
mile. It was the tenth lifetime triumph for Storyboard, trained by Greg Luther
and owned by Black Magic Racing LLC.

Noble was greeted in the winner’s circle to commemorate his 5,000th win by
his wife of 11 days, Christi, his mother Debbie, brother Sam IV, sister Mere-
dith, his maternal grandparents, the newest Ohio State Racing Commissioner
Greg Simpson, OHHA track rep Brett Merkle and track officials Helen Carlo
and Gregg Keidel.

Noble is a former national dash champion, winning 773 races in 2011 to lead
all drivers in North America. 2017 has been Dan’s highest earnings campaign
to date when horses he drove banked over $4 million.

The son of the late, great Ohio Hall Of Famer Sam “Chip” Noble IlI, Dan and
Chip’s career racing statistics are remarkably similar at this point. In an era
with less racing opportunities and smaller purses, Chip amassed 5,105 victo-
ries good for $28.4 million in purse earnings. Dan’s 5,000 wins have lead to
$27.8 million in purse deposits. Dan is a fourth generation Noble training out
of the same barn at the Xenia, Ohio fairgrounds for decades.

It didn’t take Noble long to get started on his next 5,000 wins as he scored
two more wins, with Laughing Matters and Sports Sinner, in the first five races
on the program.

Horsemen and Fairs Working Together

A key to developing interest in harness racing is the ability to work
with other departments at the fair and in the community. If the fair has
a publicist or publicity committee, local horsemen should offer their
assistance and expertise to complement and strengthen the team. It is
important that plans to publicize the harness racing events are made in
harmony with the plans already set to publicize the entire fair.

Designate a Horsemen'’s Liaison: Make sure the lines of communication
are open between the fair board and the local horsemen. Appoint a
horsemen’s liaison to attend pertinent fair board meetings and be the
one person horsemen and the fair can turn to when potential problems
arise. It is important for horsemen to stay up-to-date on plans being
made for the entire fair and activities planned during the off season.
Horsemen want the entire fair board to understand what they are
willing to do to promote racing and prove that it is a viable grandstand
activity for the fair.

Cross Promote with Your Fair: Be ready to put aside pride of authorship
for a well-coordinated plan. Many of the things you'll be doing to get
good press will serve all areas of the fair. Don’t be surprised if a writer
or broadcaster comes back to you to ask about something other than
racing. By the same token, make sure other fair departments know how
to contact you so that if a writer or broadcaster asks them about the
harness racing events, they can be directed to you!

Promotional Idea

Race Sponsorships: Sell a race for $110 to $150 and in return, a busi-
ness or family receives passes to the fair, the race named for them in
the program and the opportunity to present the race trophy (blanket,
chair, plaque, etc.). Provide your sponsor with signs or flyers to hang in
their business or give out to promote that they are participating in the
racing program. You can also hang signs around the track for higher level
sponsors.

Bring the 2018 Tour of
Racing with the Stars to
Your County Fair

Can you believe fair season is
JUST around the corner? Just as
horsemen are preparing for the
summer season of fair racing,
so are the county fairs, working
to put on the best program they can for their fairgoers. What does
your fair provide for interaction with racing fans? Would you like
some help with promotional materials and fan interaction? OHHA
has just the display- the 2018 tour of Racing with the Stars!

The purpose of the tour is to increase awareness of your harness
racing program. If you wish to host the display, OHHA is offering
this on a first come first served basis, so get your reservation in
early!

Bulk T shirt ordering: Because the USTA is not going to be placing
a bulk order for county fair t-shirts this year, OHHA will be offering
the 2018 Racing with the Stars county fair tour t shirts at our cost
to you. OHHA will place one large order of shirts, thereby getting
the best possible price. You can use these t-shirts in any way you
wish. The USTA is offering a “rebate” of sorts of up to 50% of your
cost of promotional items for your fair. This needs to be done
directly with the USTA. T-shirt orders must be placed by May 1%,
2018.

Racing with the Stars (RWTS) exhibit: This exhibit includes a

tent and some interactive activities for your racing fans. This tent
would be perfect to place by your grandstand on race day, close
to the parimutuels if you have them. OHHA will provide personnel
with the Racing with the Stars tent to set it up and answer
questions from your fans. The tent would be a natural gathering
place if you wanted to do some driver “meet & greet” for your
fans. Provided at no cost to your fair.

Bouncy Pony and Stick Horse races: These can really add to the
fun your fans can have. There are many ways to utilize these on
your race track either before, between or after the races. These

ponies travel with the RWTS exhibit so let us know if you would

like to use them at your fair.

Educating the Fans: OHHA provides personnel with the RWTS that
are very knowledgeable about harness racing and can help add to
the racing experience by fielding questions that your fans might
have about racing and betting. OHHA will provide literature and
small give-a-ways at the tent to provide information about racing
to your fans. These items will be provided at no cost to your fair.

OHHA will provide signs to use at your fair to help your fans find
the parimutuels and where your racing programs are sold.

2017. It’s a Wrap.....

Having had a very busy and hectic year in
2017, the summary of 2017 and look forward
into 2018 comes later than usual. At the

end of 2015 association membership was up
22% over 2014. 2016 saw an additional 31%
increase in membership from the 2015 year-
end number. 2017 membership was up an
additional 14% over 2016’s year-end number.

Legislatively in our third year with Byers,
Minton & Associates with primary partners
Bill Byers, Andrew Minton, and senior
support staff, Greg Bennett, Stephen Nielson,
Michele Staton, and Erin Froehlich. We once
again saw a flurry of legislative activity in
another Biennial Budget year. This year’s
Budget had a proposed Fund take-back of
1% a year from all Funds held by ten Ohio
Administrative Agencies, the Ohio State
Racing Commission being one of them. The
Fund take-backs would have resulted in the
Ohio Fairs Fund and Ohio Standardbred
Development Fund having 1% from them
swept as a cash transfer into the Ohio
General Fund yearly. The Fund take-back
was added onto the Budget by amendment
from the Office of Budget and Management.
(OBM). The Association crafted a unified
Horsemen’s position relative to the Funds.
The Ohio Horsemen's Benevolent and
Protection Association concurred because
Ohio’s Thoroughbred horsemen had the
same issue with their Ohio Thoroughbred
Race Fund. A two-pronged effort proved
successful in dual track position letters and
sit-down meetings. This led to the OBM
concurring with the Horsemen'’s analysis
and ultimately excluding the statewide
Horsemen’s Funds from the annual cash
sweep.

The Association also provided input and had
amendments accepted on H.B. 132 Fantasy
Contest Wagering. H.B. 132 legalized Fantasy
Contests in Ohio, which were defined as pari-
mutuel pools which have less than 100% of
all entry fees into that pool returned to the
patrons in the pool. Without amendment

on H.B. 132, horse racing pari-mutuel pool
wagers handled by out-of-state entities,

such as Derby Wars, would fall under the
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purview of H.B. 132 as a Fantasy Contest.
While Derby Wars identifies their wagers as a
“Contest,” the program is a pari-mutuel pool,
horse racing-based wager on live Ohio racing,
where all money in the pool is not returned
to the players. Regulation and oversight for
horse and horse racing pari-mutuel pool
“Contests” (in name only) like Derby Wars,
properly lies under the jurisdiction of the
Federal Interstate Horseracing Act (IHA) and
ORC Chapter 3769. Additionally, regulatory
oversight of pari-mutuel pools on live Ohio
racing and horse racing licensees is handled
by the Ohio State Racing Commission. With
the proper analysis providing the basis for
Amendment, the Association worked in
conjunction with the OBM who concurred
with preventing an entity from entering the
State unless provided for under Chapter
3769 and the Interstate Horseracing Act. The
Amendment was accepted into H.B. 132 and
passed. Prior to passage Legislators stripped
nine additional, unrelated amendments
proposed by one Representative that sought
to introduce other forms and types of
gaming, like iGaming and Sports Wagering
into H.B. 132.

The Association continued to strengthen
relationships and educate legislators

on issues that may be heard in coming
legislative sessions. The Association held
three standalone legislative outreach events
in 2017. An Ohio House fund raiser was
held March 30, 2017 and was attended by
House leadership and a strong contingent

of Representatives. An Ohio Senate
Luncheon was held July 18, 2017 and saw
attendance from the entire leadership and
several Senators. An Ohio Democratic
Fundraiser was held November 29, 2017
and was well attended by those in Minority
Leadership from both the Senate and House
of Representatives. Director Joe McLead
and his partner Billy Walters of Sugar Valley
Farms, held a standalone fundraising event
for Representative Andrew Brenner which
was hosted at the Stallion Barn on property
November 16, 2017. Despite the chilly
weather it was an excellent event with a wide
ranging and eclectic guest list, and raised a
significant amount of money. In total it was
again another stellar fundraising year for the
PACER Fund and the Association thanks the
Membership for their consistent support on a

yearly basis. Without individual contributions
these types of events would not be possible,
and they are a vital and necessary part of the
outreach that needs to occur on a regular
and consistent basis.

In 2017 the Association relocated their
physical offices. The Association had
purchased the building in December 2016
at 2237 Sonora Drive in Grove City. The
building was in excellent condition, but the
interior layout was clear span, mainly open
space, and minor renovations were necessary
to accommodate personnel office space and
the Association’s Quarterly Board Meetings.
With minor delays due to weather in the
first quarter of 2017, renovations stretched
two months longer than expected and the
Association formally moved in June 2017 to
the new location. The Association held their
3 Quarter Board meeting July 28, 2017 at
the new office, which marked a significant
milestone from purchase to utilization.

Association personnel changes in 2017
included the addition of Deborah Martinez-
Morales as our OHHA Senior Accountant

in January. Deborah has been a welcome
addition to the staff easing the workload on
existing staff, implementing new security and
reconciliation processes, and streamlining
procedures. Deborah has also overseen the
Board approved restructuring of portions

of the Association’s financial accounts into
investment and income earning accounts.

In 2017 the OHHA Board also approved
implementation and hiring of a Horsemen's
Bookkeeper to handle the purse accounts

at Ohio’s three Southern Circuit racetracks.
Pending regulatory approval, the Association
will add an additional employee for that

role with a goal of unifying the purse pool
accounting into a one-account system for
those three racetracks.

On the operational side of things numerous
IT improvements continue to be made.

The IT infrastructure improvement project
continued with the IT systems continuing

to be upgraded to enhance security and
mobility for employees. The Board approved
development of a membership, nomination,
healthcare, and retirement database to help
finalize the IT modernization in the office.
The new database system has been deployed
as of March 1,2018 and is in a beta-one



version with live data in the office. With

the current IT infrastructure based on dBase
Lotus Notes, development and finalization

of the new database system will permit
complete integration and modernization
with the hopes that moving forward Member
submissions and activities can be fully
automated and migrated to an online web-
based system.

In industry specific items, in 2013-15 the
Ohio Harness Horsemen'’s Association
pursued adoption of Breeder’s Awards

to bolster the Ohio program and attract
breeders to Ohio. In April 2016, the OHHA
Board approved a final Breeder’s Award
program. In April 2017 the OHHA paid out
the first ever Standardbred Breeder’s awards
to the breeder listed on the registration

of Ohio Standardbred horses that were

born in 2013 and thereafter, sired by an
Ohio Standardbred stallion registered with
the Ohio State Racing Commission for the
applicable breeding season that earned
stakes money. Total distributed to the
Breeders of 868 horses foaled in ‘13-"14 was
$1,000,000, with each award coming out
roughly equivalent to 5% of the horse’s purse
earnings in Ohio Stakes races. In April 2018
the same process will occur for the ‘14-15
foals with distribution of $1,000,000 to the
Breeders of 975 horses that earned purse
money in Ohio Stakes races in 2017.

In the past two years the Association began
processing mare registrations for mares bred
in 2016 with foals of 2017, 997 mares were
registered. For mares bred in 2017 the total
registered is 937. These were the first two
years that required mare registration.

One change in the program is with the Mare
Registration process for mares bred in 2018.
Starting in 2018 with Mares bred this year,
the mare must be registered by November
30, 2018. The residency program remains
intact, the foal must also be born in the
State of Ohio, and the dam must reside in
the State of Ohio during the year of foaling
for a continuous period that is not less than
one hundred eighty-seven (187) days. Mare
residency in 2017 for mares registered in
December 2016 were checked in partnership
with the United States Trotting Association
using the services of their Identification
Technicians, which will continue going

forward due to the efficiency and cost-
effectiveness of the joint endeavor.

The Breeder’s Awards are a standalone
program administered by the OHHA. To
clarify mare residency is for the Breeder’s
Awards program alone, there is no mare
residency requirement for Ohio Sired
Horses to be eligible to our Ohio Sires
Stakes Program. In fact, Ohio Revised Code
(3769.085) sets out eligibility for Ohio Sires
Stakes races to: Colts and fillies eligible

to the races shall be only those sired by a
Standardbred stallion that was registered
with the state racing commission and stood
in the state the entire breeding season of
the year the colt or filly was conceived. The
only requirement for eligibility under our
State Code is that the Stallion be registered
and stand in Ohio. The Ohio State Racing
Commission provides a list of Stallions
registered by year at their website. Don't
confuse the two programs, the mare
residency requirement is for the Breeder’s
Awards program, which is simply a program
that provides monetary awards to Breeders
of Ohio Sired horses if they register the
mare (foals of 2017 forward) and meet that
separate program'’s criteria.

The Ohio Harness Horsemen’s Association’s
Board has been proactively engaged

in a full-scale marketing program since
April 2015. The Association’s Board has
been working with two northeast Ohio
marketing firms (Richards Group and Marcus-
Thomas). Looking back over the last three
years we have moved from (1) Research,
Creative, and Campaign Planning, to (2)
Creative Development, Deployment, and
Tracking advertising via “impressions” and
“conversions”.,

The benchmark numbers show that the
advertising is developing awareness, with

a 2017 target of 44M impressions, we hit
103M impressions with the cost-per action
being $51 statewide. In conjunction with
the advertising push we have seen increases
in all-sources handle at our Southern Circuit
racetracks where we have had full-scale, pre-
live meet rollout.

In January 2018 the Board of Directors
approved an additional spend to continue
and segue into targeted marketing efforts.
This next step would move us to (3) User

tracking and targeted marketing strategies
with the existing creative tools developed so
far. Now using geo-fence tracking we will be
able to accurately calculate the “impressions”
and “conversions” assimilated to attendance
and potential new fans for harness racing,

by adding in the geo-fence technology
component. The geo-fence tracking will
enable us to specifically target and track
patron conversions onto each racetrack. We
can target with direct push-marketing to
those that visit any pari-mutuel location and
the geo-fence tracking will enable tracking of
patron visits, duration of the visit, length of
time between visits, etc.

In legal news, OHHA Federal District Court
Case: 5:16-cv-01780 has concluded. As
detailed in the press release dated March 5,
2018, “the Association reached an amicable
resolution regarding the legal disputes,

and both sides have made meaningful
compromises to find common ground for a
working relationship going forward.

The beneficiary of this agreement is the
horse racing industry in that Northfield

Park will continue its commitment to offer
significant racing opportunities for horsemen
along with continuing to offer the betting
public its first class on-track entertainment
experience and simulcasting broadcast to
locations around the globe. The OHHA and
Northfield look forward to working together
now and in the future and with this chapter
behind them they are optimistic about a new
era of cooperation, respect and a positive
working relationship.

Specifically, the OHHA and Northfield Park
have agreed to mutually work together to
make a number of capital improvements

to the backstretch including the paddock,
barns and drivers room. They have agreed
on increasing purses, and the institution of
paying drivers fees as well. And, they have
agreed to work together in 2018 to provide
even more racing opportunities regarding the
Ohio Fair Championship and Stallion Series
Championship, as part of Northfield Park and
the OHHA's agreement to chart a new and
exciting course for their mutual success.”

On the Benefits side of the Association,
full-time Ohio resident Horsemen saw added
monies allocated from VLT Discretionary
funds to their health, welfare, and retirement

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benefit programs directly. In January 2018,
$1,000,000 was allocated to the Ohio Harness
Horsemen’s Health Plan by the OHHA Board to
shore up the required minimum balance and
solidify the fully Obama Care compliant medical
benefits plan for all participants. A program that
saw a 27% increase in Member participation in
2017.

In October 2017 the OHHA Board passed a
proposal to cover Ohio’s Breeding Farm Workers
with subsidized insurance analogous to the
statewide Racetrack Grooms insurance program.
The program is funded from a portion of Ohio’s
Breeders Awards. In January 2018 the Board
ratified the program’s rules. To qualify the
Breeding Farm must have one (1) or more stallions
servicing twenty (20) or more registered Mares at
a physically existing Ohio Breeding Farm, or house
and breed twenty (20) or more standardbred
Broodmares on a physically existing Ohio Breeding
Farm. The Breeding Farm Worker must be an Ohio
resident, derive 75% of their income from their
Breeding Farm employment, and be a full active
OHHA Member to receive this subsidized benefit.
For full program details contact the OHHA Office’s
Benefit’s Administrator, Linda Nance.

In the first quarter of 2018 the O.H.H.H.I.T.
Trustees evaluated the needs for 2018 and this
year’s benefits will see a 7% increase on subsidized
premiums, Family plan coverage goes to $760, and
Single Coverage $328, both are still significantly
below full-coverage insurance premium costs

on the open market and in the full coverage
employment realm.

In January 2018, the Board also allocated $630,000
to the Harness Horsemen’s Health and Retirement
Plan (H.H.H.R.P.) and the Trustees will approve

a second 2017 Distribution (in addition to the
statutory breakage) to all eligible and active
Horsemen'’s retirement accounts as they have in
the previous three years. As-with the medical
benefits plan the Retirement plan saw a 6.3%
increase in Member participation.

In 2018 the Ohio Sires Stakes for Two and Three-
Year Old Ohio Sired Horses will see changes.
Racing for over $8,000,000 in purse monies in
the Ohio Sires Stakes program from May 4, 2018
to October 13, 2018, four divisional legs with

guaranteed purses by number of divisions per

Leg, $40,000 for three or more, $50,000 for two
divisions and $60,000 for one division. The “Super
Night” Ohio Sires Stakes Finals will be held at
Eldorado Scioto Downs, Saturday September 8,
2018 with the Super Night final purses increasing
to $275,000 each division. Ohio Sires Stakes
Consolation Races for each division increased to
$60,000 purses, held on Saturday October 13,
2018 at Northfield Park. With Host, Northfield
Park taking the four $60,000 divisional 4-year-old
and up Veteran Sires Stakes Championship races
on Saturday October 6, 2018 these races come
back with a purse boost as late closing events after
a one-year hiatus. For horses that have raced at
least five starts in Ohio by October 1, 2018 these
races are restricted to the top eight Ohio money
winners.

In 2018 the OHHA branded Second Tier Stakes
program the, “Buckeye Stallion Series”, sees
expansion to Four Legs for the two and three-year-
old’s, inclusion of three Fair locations (Painesville,
Urbana, and Delaware), and a boost in purse by
division to $15,000 minimum guaranteed. The
Buckeye Stallion Series Final at $40,000 per
Division will be raced Saturday, October 6, 2018 at
Northfield Park.

The 2018 Ohio Fair Stakes will be racing
commensurate with purse contributions seen

in 2017. With 67 Fairs statewide in five Stakes
Circuits, the 2017 statistics saw total stakes race
purse money of $6,369,878. Singe race purse high
and low of $2,934 to $9,536 respectively, with an
all-races average of $5,702 for the 1,569 stakes
races in the five circuits statewide. The 2018 Ohio
Fairs Championship Final for $25,000 per Division
will be raced Saturday, October 20, 2018 at
Northfield Park. All horses racing in any Ohio Fairs
Stakes races funded by the Ohio Fairs Fund will be
included in the accumulation of points. All points
accumulated by Oct. 11 will be used to determine
the highest eight-point earners for eligibility.

Horsemen Help During EHV Quarantines

The Equine Herpes Virus (EHV) caused many stables in Ohio to be
guarantined for about a month. Quarantining these animals kept them
from racing, which resulted in less money coming in to stables to keep
the bills paid. Horsemen pulled together to help manage horse expenses
for Miami Valley horsemen who were affected through donations from
other horsemen and local businesses.

Ken Terpenning was one of the horsemen who was both under
quarantine and working to bring together help during the time of need.
Tara Garrett set up a Go Fund Me page to raise funds that would be used
to purchase grain, hay and other supplies needed. “At the start of our
quarantine, | was asked by a couple of local horsemen to start the page,
SO we can organize some assistance for Miami Valley horsemen in need.
They offered out of the kindness of their hearts. One of them had been
affected two years ago by a quarantine and it cost him close to or just
over $20,000 personally,” shared Terpenning. “The recent quarantine of
the Warren County Fairgrounds and a training facility in Jamestown has
resulted in over 400 horses being ineligible to race until the quarantines
were lifted,” he continued.

Thank you to the following for donating or volunteering services:
Starting Gaits, Rural King, Sandy and Trace Tetrick, Mandi Cool, Amy
Hollar, Chris Short, Rob Zink and Tara Garrett. The collection came up
to over $1,565 that paid for grain and supplies. Additional donations
consisted of over 100 bales of hay, cleaning supplies and 20 bags of
grain.

“We tried our best to help our fellow horsemen and women. | know
it wasn’t much, but | hope it made some positive difference,” stated
Terpenning. Thank you to all who donated. It is greatly appreciated!
