All bids are confidential and
bidders are responsible to raise
their bids either online or

via phone.

All contracts are subject to
P.A.C.E.R. and Farm approv-
al and are not transferable to
another mare or individual,
without the consent of both.

'The winning bidder must be
an individual, sole proprietor,
or LLC and make a deposit
for 10% of the bid, with $100
minimum. The balance (90%)
is due upon the birth of a
live foal. Make all personal
or LLC checks payable to
PA.CE.R.

If the deposit has not been
made by 9:00 a.m., January
27,2019, the credit card on
file will be charged for the

deposit amount.

If there is no live foal, the
deposit, less $25, will be
reglnded upon receipt of a
veterinarian’s certification, or
the deposit may be donated to
P.A.C.E.R. There is no return
privilege.

Failure to present your mare
to the stallion without justifi-
able cause will result in forfeit
of entire deposit.

No ownership change on a
mare is permitted until service
is paid, unless a statement is
provided to PA.C.E.R. from
a licensed veterinarian declar-
ing the mare not in foal.

1.) First click, “Register Now” for the Online Silent Auction site at ht£ps://obba.cbo.io fill out the form with your information and click, “Submit”.

2.) Next you will receive a welcome text with your personal bidding link. This will direct you to the P.A.C.E.R. page to place bids. Do not share this link
unless it is with someone that will be placing bids for you under your account.

3.) From here you can either search horses by name or item number.

4.) Once you see a horse you would like to place a bid on, click on the item name and scroll down to the blue “Bid/Info” button. From here you can place a
fast bid (next current bid) or view the details. You can choose to bid by clicking the blue bid button and confirm your bid. You will receive notification
in text form if you get outbid. The notification will include the link for that item to place another bid.

5) If you would like to place a maximum bid, which permits the system to automatically bid up-to that maximum on your behalf, choose “Maximum Bid”.
Enter the amount you would like to set as your maximum and place your bid. You will NOT receive outbid notifications until someone has outbid your

maximum.

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Addition of Roger Huston another cog
iNn the OHHA marketing machine

Ohio is a small state, just 220 miles long
and 220 miles wide. From Conneaut in the
Northeast to Cincinnati in the Southwest,
it is just a 314 mile journey. But this small
state lays claim to four pari-mutuel tracks
and over 60 county fairs that offer harness
racing, many with wagering. And when it
comes to marketing harness racing, Ohio
has a footprint that belies its stature.

'The state’s horsemen group, the OHHA
(Ohio Harness Horseman’s Association) is
one of the most aggressive in the business
when it comes to marketing, maintaining
a presence not just at the racetracks but at
those county fairs, too. In fact, during the
2019 racing schedule, the OHHAs four
Racing with the Stars Ambassadors (of
which your humble scribe is one) covered
13,146 miles crisscrossing the state to cover
those 60-plus fairs. For perspective, that
would be a round trip from Columbus to

Beijing, China and back. And now the ranks

of the OHHA ambassadors have gotten
bigger, with legendary Hall of Famer Roger
Huston joining the organization as its
Brand Ambassador.

“They came up with the title,” Huston said
in a phone call. “It is still evolving — the job
description, but they approached me out
of the blue in June and we had a couple of
conversations — what would I be willing to
do, what they needed me to do, what I could
give up, and so on. We (OHHA Executive
Director Renee Mancino and President
Steve Bateson) met a few times and we
finalized things in October. So I submitted
my resignation to The Meadows.”

Huston, who has called over 188,000 races
in his storied career, continued. “I had been
looking to cut back a bit. I will still do Dela-
ware and my other county fairs — Carrolton,
Xenia (his home town) and Lisbon. Maybe
a couple others. And I will still go to Ireland
for the Vincent Delaney Memorial — as an
OHHA Representative. There is a chance

to promote Ohio harness racing over there,
too. I will probably call 500 races a year
instead of 2500. I may not get to 200,000
races called, but I will certainly get to
190,000.”

“We were looking for an outreach person
with knowledge of the sport,” explained
OHHA President Bateson. “We have done
some outreach things here and there. You
can lay down all the bunt singles you want,
but sometimes you
have to swing for
the fences. I think
we hit a home run

with Roger.”

Another piece of
fan outreach is not
an official part of
an OHHA ini-
tiative, but comes
from Mike Woeb-
kenberg, the starter
at Miami Valley
and Dayton Race-
ways, and at many
of the county fairs
across the state. He
offers rides in the
starting gate, giving

fans a chance to see the action close-up.
'This summer, Mike and I were able to team
up to provide that chance to some of the
county fair goers — many of them casual
fans — through the Racing with the Stars
promotion.

Huston will be working closely with
OHHA Outreach and P.R. Coordinator
Frank Fraas, too, doing events at the state’s
four raceways. He began his duties repre-

and the plan is
also for him to

provide expertise for them to run their one
or two-day race meets.

'The biggest aspect of Huston’s new job will
be a regular podcast, scheduled for three
times a week, highlighting Ohio harness
racing. “It will feature race previews and
recaps, profiles of personalities — drivers,
trainers, owners—and other information,
but with a flexible format, allowing us to
discuss what is going on at any given time.
It will launch in December, because I am
still learning how to record and edit these
segments,” Huston explained.

“The podcast will evolve,” said Bateson. “I
think we are more concerned with quality
than quantity. Some times of the year we
may need to be out there more, but we don’t
want to just be filling air time.”

While other states have put slot and casino
money to good work promoting the sport,
the OHHA has been particularly aggressive,
with wrapped trailers, the Racing with the
Stars program, billboard advertisements
and a specially targeted website for new
race fans. Bringing in one of the biggest
names in harness racing media will give
the OHHA one more tool to promote the
sport. And the always gregarious Huston
is excited.

“It means a lot. I am a native Ohioan. I
started calling the county fairs here before
going to Pompano and then to The Mead-
ows. It’s been a great 44 years there. Eighty
or ninety thousand races at the Meadows.
Dragon’s Lair and Nihilator. It’s been a
good run and I am excited to see how the
new position develops.”

Retired Northfield Park Veteran
Winning Accolades beyond the Track

As a free-legged pacer, Ohio-bred Beans and Weenies stood out on the track - and gained
some name recognition. Not content with his novel registered name and unique racing style,
the 2005 gelding by Full of Fun set out to go even bigger. Back at the barn, the 2005 gelding
by Full of Fun gained notoriety for his trademark antics.

“Beans was born on my parents’ friends, Dick and Charlotte West,
farm,” remembers Amy. “From the first day, they not only spoiled
him as much as my mother did but also followed every race he was
in. Any horseman around him also knew how spoiled he was. He
earned his nickname, ‘Brat’ honestly.”

“Beans the Brat,” for example, would stand in the bath stall after
every race, pawing flamboyantly until he was allowed to play with
the water hose. He also developed his own social media following,
thanks to Amy’s son, Aaron. As his primary caretaker, he shared
photos of Beans with the world, understanding that the lovable
bay’s personality deserved a broader audience.

When it came time for retirement, Amy and her husband Calvin
made sure that their charismatic warhorse would be placed through
New Vocations. Adopter Susan Maddux, looking for a reliable, old-
er trail horse to join her Andalusian, met “Beans” in May 2018. She
understood his star qualities, “I'm a Dressage rider, but this horse
has given me the opportunity to learn about another discipline of
riding. It’s been a very interesting and fun experience.”

Under saddle, Beans has been an exemplary student. “This is a
pretty talented horse,” Maddux says. “He is four-gaited with a bold
trot and a smooth single foot. He also has a lovely canter which is
often hard to get in a Standardbred.”

Beans trainability has made him a natural fit for trail classes. “He is
a super-smart horse that works best with praise and positive rein-
forcement,” says Maddux. “He learned the trail obstacles in 4 days
following me on foot first, even the pinwheel.”

Their recent entry in this class at the Ohio Standardbred and
Friends show in October was a bit of a lark.

Don’t ever underestimate a Standardbred war horse, used to life in
the public eye! Beans entered into this new form of competition
with aplomb, barely flicking an ear at the excitement of busy show
grounds. “To the best of my knowledge, he had never been in an
indoor arena with horses being lunged/ridden in opposite direc-
tions,” says Maddux. “He handled all of the commotion at a show
like a pro! I had him walking around weird stuft everywhere,” she
reports with delight.

'The gelding departed the show with both Reserve and Champi-
onship rosettes, and perhaps a bit more swagger in his step. “I just
love these Standardbreds,” his owner enthuses. “This is the second
one we have had, and they are so cool!”

Back home, Beans is cherished just as much as he was by his pre-
vious owners. And, he’s keeping his old fan club in the loop. “We

are beyond thrilled with the training and activities his new owners
have him performing,” Amy said. “We've shared the pictures they
send with everyone in the family. All of us agree that ‘Beans the
Brat’has one heck of a good life!”

“Our horses are spoiled rotten,” admits Maddux. “They’re part of
our family and they live here until they die. We are so thankful to
the racing industry for donating these old soldiers and the ones
that don’t make the grade to New Vocations so folks like us can
enjoy them and use them for other horsey adventures!”

What’s in the future for the famous Beans and Weenies, now con-
queror of the show ring? Maddux expects to keep developing his
gaits, and he will continue hitting the trails with her husband. “The
Brat” has simply shifted his gifts from the track to the trail, this
time with some appropriately flashy ribbons added to his winnings.

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It was an amazing feat of Dave Palone’s
19,000th career win this past month at the
Meadows in Pennsylvania. Palone has stated
that it was “The Voice” Roger Huston’s

call of the 1976 Adios between Armbro
Ranger (Joe O’'Brien) and Keystone Ore
(Stanley Dancer) that made the 14-year-old
Waynesburg, Pennsylvania native want to be
in the driver’s seat for a living.

And it was the same duo battling in the
Little Brown Jug a month later (in which
Roger also belted out the action in the race)
where a 12-year-old Reynoldsburg, Ohio
youngster by the name of David S. Miller,
seeing his first Jug ever, decide to begin a
career in harness racing. Now, 43 plus years
later and close to 13,000 career victories and
$242 million in earnings — 2nd only to John
Campbell’s $299,000,000 - “The Buckeye”,
as well as Palone and Roger, are members of

the Harness Hall of Fame in Goshen, NY.

Ironically, I've visited the Hall of Fame
several times but Keystone Ore was actually
the first “good” horse that I witnessed being
trained down to his Championship season.

He was a foal of 1973 and the son of Bye
Bye Bird-Oregons Tiny was campaigned
by Walter Marks for Virginia lumberman
Fermer Perry during his two-year-old
season. Ore sported a record of 6 wins, 4
seconds, and a third in his twelve 1975
starts but his mark of 2:02.1f was taken at
the end of October at Liberty Bell Park in
a Pennsylvania Sire Stakes and he defeated
Bit O Fun, Gary and Warren Cameron’s
good two-year-old colt by Good Time-Bit
O Sugar. Stanley instinctively knew when
Ore bested “the Cameron Boys” colt — as he

always referred to the sons of his longtime
friend fellow Hall-Of-Famer Adelbert “Del”
Cameron — that there was a diamond in the
rough because Bit O Fun had taken a tab

of 1:57.4m at Indianapolis that August and
earned $106,372 for the year and was re-
garded as one of the top juvenile pacers. So
Stanley made an offer for Ore for a group of
his owners.

He was brought to Stanley and
Rachel’s Egyptian Acres in
scenic New Egypt, New Jersey
(now home of Marcus Melander
et al) and turned out until the
first of the year in the spacious
paddocks while the new assem-
blage of soon-to-be two-year-
olds were shipped to the Winter
training headquarters in sunny
Pompano, Florida.

That’s where I arrived on the
scene in the middle of Decem-
ber from the wilds of New England and was
a bit awe-struck at all the glitter of the Blue
and Gold. I was a “floater” for my first few
days as I helped hook “em up — “two grooms
on every horse when you hook them, I don't
want them getting any bad habits” - and I
held many a youngsters as they were bathed.
After a couple of days I got to jog a yearling
filly by Most Happy Fella (and observed by
the watchful eye of SFD to see how I did) 1
guess I passed the test as I began taking care
of her through the Christmas season.

“Don’t get attached to her,” barked my
neighbor L-1-1-1-Roy, “dat’s Glenvud’s filly
when he gets down here from da Farm vit

the 3-year-olds.”

Roy Penner was a longtime caretaker for
Stanley. He was 24 years my senior and had
rubbed many a good horse and would crit-
icize every ‘ting I did with a “you’re not do-
ing dat right!” and a "no way, baby!” when-
ever I asked a question but he was devoted
to Stanley and his horses. Also down the
shed row, right by the Office, was 59-year-
old Chet Dentler who took me under his
wing - primarily because he wasn’t too fond
of Roy - a competition type thing. Chet had
rubbed the newly-retired Hambletonian
winner Bonefish and was waiting on this
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year’s charge: Nevele Thunder, Stanley’s
1975 two-year-old trotter of the year.

After New Year’s day, the van arrived with
the three-year-old Stake horses and put

in their awaiting stalls. Chet got Thunder,
Roy got Ore, Barb got Zoot Suit, etcetera
etcetera and I got put on the backside to rub
a couple of Mac Cuddy’s high-priced two-
year-old fillies.

The horses were jogging in earnest by
mid-January and each was put on a regular
shoeing schedule with blacksmith Dick
Neville who had returned to Pompano from
a two-year hiatus at his farm in Ohio. He
was immediately sought after by his former
clients — Stanley, Delvin Miller, Howard
Beissinger, Castleton Farm (Glen Garnsey/
Dick Baker), George Sholty - to resume his
work and added “the Swedes” (Hakan Wal-
ner) and Bill Popfinger to do their shoeing.
He was a busy man.

When Roy brought Ore into the shop and
Neville pulled the colt’s front shoes there
were bruises and corns on his feet. Since
Stanley was out of state and treatment was
needed immediately, Neville contacted Dr.
John Steele and the two concurred on what
to do: put a mixture of iodine flakes and
camphor and put the hot iron to them and
burn them out.

L-1-1-1-1-1-Roy went into high C as he
bounced around on the bench like a parrot
squawking that he “would get fired” and “T’ll
be deported when da Man finds out what
you did!”



Now, in defense of Roy: Stanley and Doc
Churchill would almost always go with a
natural remedy when it came to any type of
treatment: paints, poultices, sweats etcetera
and he'd always wanted to be notified of any
minute changes. All those Hall Of Fame
trainers are “hands on” when it comes to the
blacksmith shop. Delvin Miller would be in
with Delmonica Hanover: “I want a 51 and
a half degree angle on her in front” to wit
Neville would reply as he held out the foot
angle “and where’s the half degree mark?”

Dick Neuville, farrier

Howard Beissinger would pick up every
foot after it was trimmed particularly on
Speedy Crown before he was cautioned that
he'd “have to get charged twice as much” be-
cause he was “taking twice as long to shoe.”

And that cured Howard.

In his 22 years with Stanley, Dick Baker,
who had rubbed The Widow Grattan (a foal
0f 1923) as a young man - and was then the
guiding force behind Glen Garnsey’s Aber-
crombie and Fan Hanover - would offer so
many suggestions as to what to do.

George Sholty would bring his own foot
angle to the shop along with horses such
as Speedy Somali, Passing Glance, Sonsam
and demand to “use mine” although they
were the very same.

Stanley did throw a fit when he found out
and called Neville onto the carpet in the
Office. “You've just ruined the greatest
three-year-old there ever was!” he roared as
everyone under the shed row scrambled for
cover. And when you got the riot act read
you knew it.

“I threw Doc Steele under the bus,” Neville
would admit later. “Hell, he'd fire me but he
wouldn’t fire Doc.”

So when Ore was heading to the mile oval
to train the next time Neville came up to
me in a pair of sunglasses and a large floppy
straw hat and asked for a ride over to the
track. I wondered “?what the hell?” as he
directed me over by the first turn away from

all the benches.

“I want to see Ore go,” he said as he peered
over the roof of the yellow Chrysler, “but I
don’t want him (Stanley) to see me.”

And the free-legged Ore was perfect.

It was a laughing and relieved blacksmith
that I brought back to the shop as everyone
in the barn asked me “howd he go?”

Several days later when Neville called Stan-
ley about a horse Stanley listened and added
“You know Dick, you've been making some
pretty good decisions lately... you don’t have
to call me with every little problem, use your
judgement.”

Ore was super as he worked down that win-
ter as I studied the fast miles and learned
the “classic gait” from the colt that just wore
a 60”light hopple and no boots at all. The
one who Stanley took over to Brandywine
and trained behind the gate as Herve Filion,
Jimmy Larente, and a few more watched
him go in 1:57.4f BEFORE he even quali-
fied and Herve held up his watch and cried

“Mon Asti!” Ore would compile earnings
of $539,759 thanks to his 22 wins and 9
seconds in 33 starts on his way to the 1976
Horse of the Year including those miles in
the Adios and the Little Brown Jug that
Dave Palone and Dave Miller so vividly

remember.

Neville remembers it too with an old faded
floppy straw hat that he hung on the wall
with the saddle pad from the 1976 Lit-

tle Brown Jug that was signed by Stanley
Dancer in appreciation.

For over the years, through time and
memories, it has turned into solid gold.
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Since the Dayton area was hit by tornados in
May, charities in the area are having their services
stretched. The horseman at Hollywood Gaming at
Dayton Raceway made things a little easier for the
St. Vincent DePaul Society of Dayton.

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LARRY RICHARD’S CAREER IN HARNESS

From the; SU].ky :
othe judges’ stand

Larry Richard won a driving title at Scioto Downs
when he was just 20 years old. Later in his

career he educated young people seeking careers
iNn harness racing. After that, he began a stint as

a presiding judge at mutual tracks and countless
county fairs.
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Now in his 70s, Richard stays close to his
home in Clinton County, collecting mem-
orabilia and also serving as an eBay seller
for others who want to turn their harness
treasures into cash.

Richard has seen everything imaginable in
Ohio harness racing for more than 60 years.
For most of that time, his beloved wife Pen-
ny, has been at his side.

Richard grew up in Sabina in a family that
was steeped in the traditions of trotting
and pacing. He attended barber school and
considered a career in cutting hair, but there
was no question that Larry really wanted to
do when he finished school: he wanted to
race horses.

He learned that the racing business can
teach lessons that you won't learn in
the classroom.

He discovered just how quickly things can
go from good to bad when he was training a
pacer named Cheyenne Chief in early 1959.
'The youngster was going gangbusters train-
ing miles early the next spring. Cheyenne
Chief turned heads among the horsemen
and those kinds of horses always attract peo-
ple hoping to grab a star-in-the-making.

A local car dealer who dabbled in horses
watched the colt said that he'd pay Larry
$3,500 and “the pick of any car on my lot
for that colt.”

That was a lot of money in the 1950s to a
teenage boy. He knew that was an appealing
offer, and Larry and his father drove by the
dealer’s lot to look over the four-wheeled
temptations. There was plenty of horsepower
on display, but Larry still preferred four-
legged horsepower.

Richard delayed and debated with himself.
The colt was showing lots of promise. This
horse might well jump-start his career in the

sulky. Ultimately, however, he didn’t accept
the offer.

'The next morning Larry found the Chey-
enne Chief down in his stall after suftering
colic all night. The veterinarian who exam-
ined the colt said it was best to euthanize
the colt. Larry Richard was heartbroken. “I
wound up with no car, no money, and no
horse,” laments Larry. It was a hard — but
valuable — lesson.

In the early years of his driving career,
Richard studied the driving styles of Curly
Smart, Dick Buxton, George Ursitti and
others to improve his skills.




Certainly one of the best horses he drove
was Harry’s Delight, a chestnut pacing
stallion whose 2:00f mark in 1966 made him

one of the fastest in Ohio.

Richard was a regular driver at Scioto and
the fairs in the 1960s and 70s. One horse
that helped boost his reputation was Golden
Gift, a pacing grandson bred by his grand-
father Tilden Richard, who had been a great
influence on Larry as a youngster.

Richard had been considering a career as

a racing official to bring his practical
knowledge to the judges stand. He knew
racing, he knew the rule book, and passed
the necessary exams. He began working at
the fairs in Ohio and also as an associate at

Northfield Park.

He credits Don Heaberlin of Lebanon as a
great influence in teaching him the basics of
being a racing official who was fair but went
by the rule book. Heaberlin taught Richard
to put horsemen at ease and what to look

for in the complex situations that judges rou-
tinely encounter.

Of course, Richard’s long experience in the
sulky allowed him to understand the driver’s
perspective.

“Pve been in the sulky where the drivers are,”
Richard says. It gives him a perspective that
not all judges have. He knows that horses
don’t always drive like automobiles and he
understands the hard decisions that drivers
must make in each race.

He and Penny owned and bred horses of
their own over many years and the mare
Lovely Reed was special for the Richards.
“We lived off selling her foals for years,”
Richard says. Lovely Reed lived to age 34
and she is buried on the farm where Penny
and Larry live in Clinton County.

In recent years, Richard has become perhaps
the foremost eBay agent for people selling
Standardbred memorabilia. When people
want to cash in old programs, paintings,
books, or anything related to harness racing,
Richard lists it on eBay in the appropriate
category and monitors the bidding.

Richard Stone of Kentucky, one of the fore-
most collectors of Standardbred artifacts, has
used Richard for many years to sell some of
his eBay items.

“Larry does a great job,” says Stone. “He
knows what the approximate value of mem-
orabilia is. He writes wonderful descriptions
on eBay so that the seller gets the maximum
price. Then when the item is sold, he takes
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care of the wrapping and shipping. It’s been
great to do business with Larry because of
his knowledge and professionalism. I don’t
have to do anything and I get a check in the

mail from Larry.”

In addition to acting as a sales agent for har-
ness racing collectors, Richard is a collector
himself and he has an outbuilding on his
farm and is filled virtually to the rafters with
photos, books, programs, magazines, and
one-of-a-kind items.

Larry Richard has enjoyed one of the most
varied careers of anyone in Ohio harness
racing: trainer, driver, educator, official, and
memorabilia collector and agent.

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Regularly Scheduled Meeting Recap

Wednesday, October 30, 2019 at the Columbus Riffe Center

Roll Call, all Commissioners present.

In normal business for the Commission, the
Executive Director’s Approval items were
introduced, and the September 23,2019
Minutes were offered for ratification. There
were no documents related to the Executive
Director’s approvals disclosed or provided
to those in attendance. The Racing Com-
mission unanimously ratified the Executive
Director’s Approval items and September
23rd Meeting Minutes.

'The Executive Director’s Report items
included the 2020 Live Racing Approvals.
Hollywood Gaming at Mahoning Valley,
Miami Valley Gaming and Racing, and
Northfield Park, submitted requests to (1)
Waive their Surety Bond for 2020 race
meets, (2) Approve listed Officials, (3)
Approve the number of races and wagering
format, (4) Approve Post Times, (5) Ap-
prove their Simulcasting Schedule, and (6)
Approve their Letters to the Fire Marshall.
No discussion on any submissions after
enumerating the list, and no documents
were provided to those in attendance. The
Racing Commission unanimously ratified
all requests.

The Racing Commission unanimously
passed Resolution 2019-08, the distribution
of casino tax revenue. Based on total reve-
nue of $2,072,410.18 for the third quarter
of 2019 the breakdown was, $393,757.93
each to the Ohio Thoroughbred Race Fund
and Standardbred Development Fund for
the quarter. For Standardbred racetrack
purse pool support that included: Miami
Valley Raceway $115,781.80 North-

field Park $317,423.18, Dayton Raceway
$97,485.41, and Scioto Downs $110,254.76.
Also, included in the revenue disbursement
were distributions to each of the Stan-
dardbred permit holders for commercial
operations of $77,715.38 and a $103,620.51
(5%) distribution to the Ohio State Racing
Commission to pay administrative staff that
support the OSDF and TRE, and costs or
fees associated with, Miami Valley Gaming
and Racing, Northfield Park, Belterra Park

and Scioto Downs.

'The Racing Commission also unanimously

approved Resolution 2019-09 delegating to

and permitting the Racing Commission’s
Executive Director to approve ministeri-

al tasks without the Racing Commission
needing to ratify. The Resolution wasn't
provided to those in attendance. Historically
those tasks have included; (A) Authorizing
changes of racing officials, (B) Authorizing
the uncoupling of entries, (C) Authorizing
special event status, (D) Authorizing post
time change, (E) Authorizing changes in
wagering formats, (F) Authorizing simul-
casting for specific programs prior to noon,
(G) Authorizing approval of Host/Guest
product lists and changes, (H) Authorizing
extension of jockey apprentice weight, (I)
Authorizing approval of fine money expen-
ditures, (J) Authorizing change of a live race
day, (K) Authorizing approval of payments
to owners from purse pool for a canceled
live race day, (L) Authorizing approval for
requests from an agricultural fair to waive
rule 3769-15-31(B)(2). All delegated tasks
have historically been summarized and sub-
mitted to the Commission at least monthly,
with the authority to delegate expiring
December 31, 2020.

In other business the Racing Commission
considered the appointment of the Simul-
cast Collection and Settlement Agents for
2020 for Northfield Park, Eldorado Scioto
Downs, Miami Valley Gaming, Hollywood
Gaming Dayton, Hollywood Gaming at
Mahoning Valley, Jack Thistledown, and
Belterra Park. Northfield Park applied to
act as Settlement Agent for themselves,
Belterra Park, and Eldorado Scioto Downs.
Miami Valley Gaming, Hollywood Gaming
at Dayton, Jack Thistledown, and Mahoning
Valley applied to continue to handle their
own collection and settlement. The Racing
Commission deferred on Jack Thistledown’s
approval pending sale and transfer of the
real property to VICI Properties, Inc. The
Racing Commission unanimously approved
the remaining Settlement and Collection

requests for 2020.

'The Racing Commission considered and
unanimously approved the appointment
of Mike Rone to a three-year term (2019-
2021) to replace Jim Morgan as a Trustee
of the Thoroughbred Horsemen’s Health

Fund. In conjunction with Mr. Rone’s ap-
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pointment, the Racing Commission Chair
recognized the stature of Mr. Morgan in the
Thoroughbred Racing Community and sent
condolences to the Morgan family upon his
passing.

Zach Kurt with the Auditor of the State’s
Office provided information regarding the
Auditor’s Management letter for the Fiscal
Year ending June 30, 2018. The Manage-
ment Letters had two comments. The first
concerned purse subsidies disbursed to

the pari-mutuel racetracks the Auditor’s
office requested follow-through to make
sure those monies were being tracked and
used for the proper purposes. That process
has been implemented as-of April 2019

as a purse subsidy quarterly reconciliation
requirement. Second were policies and pro-
cedures for non-payroll and payroll revenue,
which had been updated and were awaiting
approval of the Executive Director and
acknowledgement by Staff. The Auditor’s
next fiscal year review will be conducted in

2020 and 2021.

'There was no monthly status update on the
Permit Holder and Horsemen’s Agreement
Negotiations between Belterra Park and the
Ohio Horsemen’s Benevolent and Protective

Association (OHBPA).

A recap on the horse racing fatalities to
September 30, 2019 was provided by Rac-
ing Commission Veterinarian, Dr. James
Robertson. It was noted that the numbers
reported since 2009 are for training and rac-
ing related catastrophic breakdowns, analo-
gous to the Jockey Club’s reporting require-
ments for sudden deaths that occur during
or 72 hours after a race. From last month’s
report there were two Thoroughbred and
one Standardbred fatalities. Year-to date
total catastrophic losses are, thirty-three
Thoroughbred fatalities and three Standard-

bred racing related fatalities statewide.

'The Monthly Racing Commission financial
report was provided by Fiscal Officer Sherry
White. The Commission saw a monthly loss
for September of $69,000, primarily due

to testing costs. Testing costs are cyclically
high in September due to the stakes racing
and testing done at the county fairs. The
total cost for testing in September was




$229,000. Overall in the first three-months
of Fiscal Year 2020, there was a small

net gain compared to the year-over-year
$111,000 loss last year. Revenue shows an
increase of 13% for the month, however
that is due to adding the track fine account
monies to the Commission’s reporting,
which has added approximately $100,000 in
revenue. Expenses are up 2% due to payroll
costs, travel costs related to mileage, and

office supply stock-up.

Commissioner Hansen provided a summary
of the progress with the Medication and
Testing Committee. With Resolution 2019-
07 passed at the last monthly meeting, the
Medication and Testing Committee’s focus
has been on deploying the pre-testing re-
gime. Director Crawford provided detail on
disseminating the message by press release,
to the state’s veterinarians, and the Associ-
ations. There was concern expressed during
discussion regarding out-of-state notice to
those participants, veterinarians that are
using Methylprednisolone (“Depo Medrol”)
because that can remain in a horse’s system
after joint injection for 30 days or more, and
quantitatively providing out-times for vet-
erinarian reference. In the First Quarter of

i

2020, the Committee will review the endog-
enous substances, environmental, androgen-
ic elements. Following that the Committee
will be discussing pre-race exams, steward’s
list exams, and out-of-competition testing.

Commissioner Simpson provided infor-
mation that the Safety Committee has a
meeting scheduled for November 25, 2019.

Chairman Borgemenke welcomed John
Oberle with Ice Miller, LLC, representa-
tive for VICI Properties Inc., and Gaming
and Leisure Properties, LLC to discuss the
most recent Real Estate Investment Trust
(REIT) acquisitions and announcement

for Jack Thistledown. Mr. Oberle provided
detail that VICI Properties Inc., was a spin-
out from Caesars after their bankruptcy
reorganization. VICI Properties Inc., has
purchased the real-property at Thistle-
down with a Triple-Net leaseback to Jack
‘Thistledown Racing, LLC, as the operator.
'This is VICI Properties second acquisition
with Jack Cincinnati being the first with a
leaseback to Hard Rock International for
the gaming operations. Mr. Oberle provided
added commentary regarding Gaming and
Leisure Properties, Inc., owners on the Day-

ton, Mahoning Real Property. GLPI was
prohibited from being the owner on more
than two racing properties. GLPI amended
the law through the Budget process, as-of
October 1,2019 ownership of more than
one racing property is permitted, but the
operations under the Permit remains at
two. Boyd PropCo, LLC, the owner of the
real property under Belterra Park will now
sell that asset to GLPI. They will provide a
revised application from Boyd Gaming on
Belterra Park to the Racing Commission.

'The Racing Commission adjourned into
Executive Session to discuss a legal matter
and pending court action. There was no
further business to be conducted after the
Executive Session so the motion and vote
was taken to adjourn into Executive Session
and conclude the meeting.

under which horse racing may be conducted,;

WHEREAS, Ohio Administrative Code sections 3769-8-01 (A)(2) and 3769-18-01 (A)(2) state the Commission may, by order, establish a system of clas-
sification of prohibited foreign substances, to include methods of detection and/or regulatory thresholds recommended penalties and disciplinary measures
for the presence of said substances in test samples;

WHEREAS, Ohio Administrative Code sections 3769-8-01 (A)(2) and 3769-18-01 (A)(2) further state in determining the substances to be classified the
Commission shall give due consideration to the uniform classification guidelines of foreign substances and recommended penalties and model rules revised
by the association of racing commissioners international;

WHEREAS, The Commission has established a medication committee which has reviewed industry therapeutic medication thresholds and the Commis-
sion’s current list of Regulatory Thresholds for Prohibited Substances;

WHEREAS, The medication committee received industry input regarding the misuse and/or abuse of these therapeutic medications and the detrimental
effect on the equine athlete and to all of horse racing;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AND ORDERED, by the Commission that the following substances are approved as the Commission’s Regu-
